FY10 was a building year for the Department of State.  Achievements increased in all goaling categories. 

The linking of program offices and funding Bureaus to the goaling process has begun their focusing on 

small businesses as viable solutions to their needs.  Major programs are being challenged to promote small 

business subcontracting and mentor protégé teaming.  Our large business prime contractors exceeded two 

of their five goals.  We are actively participating in the SBA Small Business Advisory Council and have 

improved internal processes to improve the quality of data reported on contract awards.

During FY10, the small and small disadvantaged business goals were achieved.  Even though there is still 

work to be done in the three other categories, American small business prime contractors received $404 

million dollars more in FY10 than they did in the previous fiscal year.
